NEC Tournament Credential Policy 
 

The following conditions are placed on the use of credentials: The working credential is issued for the sole purpose of providing facility 

access to an accredited agency’s employee who has legitimate working function in connection with this Tournament. It is non-transferable. 

Any  unauthorized use of this credential subjects the bearer to immediate dismissal from the Arena  and prosecution for criminal trespass.

Any secondary use of any picture, audio description, film/tape or drawing of the game taken or made by the accredited organization or 

individual to whom this credential has been issued is prohibited without the prior specific written approval by the Northeast Conference.

The NEC reserves all rights to still photographs, film, and videotapes of the NEC Tournament. All rights to such material may be assigned to 

media representatives for news purposes, but otherwise are to be controlled exclusively by the NEC.
